Event Overview 

Capitol Velo Club, with the support of Planet Bike, Jonathan Page, and MadCross.org, have registered 

two days of racing at Angell Park Speedway in Sun Prairie, WI as UCI C2 events.  This means that the Elite 

Women and Elite Men will be competing for UCI points (used in determining national and worldwide 

rankings) and over $4,000 in cash each day.  Held under USAC permit and UCI regulations. 

Venue  

The race is being held at one of the most popular venues of the Wisconsin Cycling Association Series: 

Angell Park Speedway in Sun Prairie, Wisconsin.  Sun Prairie is located 15 miles from downtown 

Madison, Wisconsin at a Midget Car Race Track.  Cyclocross races have been held at Angell Park 

Speedway since 2003.

General Course Description Day One 

The course is laid out on the grounds of Angell Park Speedway and Park.  It is a relatively flat course with 

one big wooded hillside and a small, steep grassy hill.  The terrain is varied with hard packed grass 

sections, gravel roads, and paved parking lots and access roads.  A long starting stretch is included, and 

the finish is on a paved parking lot area. Plenty of twists and turns, off camber sections, a wide steep 

downhill and a run thru a picnic pavilion are included.  The Wheel/Bike Pit area is large and rectangular 

with two (2) sided access and is located in a flat grassy area. The course is approximately 3 KM long/lap 

and laps times for Elite Men should be around 7 minutes.

General Course Description Day Two  

The course will be run in the opposite direction from Day One. A long starting stretch is included and the 

finish is on the same paved parking lot area. Changes for Day Two's race will include partial a climb up 

five wide concrete steps and a run up a long grassy hillside. The course is approximately 3 KM long/lap 

and laps times for Elite Men should be around 7 minutes.

Racing Licenses 

UCI Elite Women and UCI Elite Men must have valid International UCI licenses.  USAC licenses (road or 

mountain bike) needed for all other categories.  One-day and annual licenses will be available for 

purchase at registration.  UCI International licenses as well as USAC annual licenses can be purchased 

online at www.usacycling.org.

Registration 

Pre-registration is encouraged by going online to BikeReg.com.  Race day registration will be available 

the morning of the race beginning at 8:00 am.  Registration will be in the Speedway Pavilion.  Race-day 

registration will be available for a $10 fee and available until 30 ƳƛƴǳǘŜǎ ǇǊƛƻǊ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǊƛŘŜǊΩǎ ŜǾŜƴǘ (60 

minutes for elite races).  There is no additional day-of-registration fee for junior riders. 

Starting and Staging Procedures 

UCI Elite Events (UCI rule 5.1.043): starting order to be determined by the latest published UCI 

cyclocross ranking, as posted on www.uci.ch.  Riders with the highest UCI points are staged first.  Every 

Elite rider registered will be called up to starting line in order. 

All other categories will be staged by order of registration, with some discretionary picks placed towards 

the front.  If multiple categories are starting at the same time, riders from each category will stage 

together, with the start of the race being sent out in waves.    

Results/Awards 

Results will be posted near the finish area. The top 5 finishers in every event must report immediately to 
the band shelter stage area for awards, photos and interviews.
